BACKGROUND SUMMARY
Beginning March 2017 I was hired as the Chief Inspector for a Pedestrian Sign installation project in District 2.  I have prepared construction orders, correspondence to the contractor, pay estimates, overseen the installation of the signs and epoxy street markings as well as overseeing the work of younger inspectors.
